The Gideon Lincecum Chapter which includes Austin, Colorado, Fayette, and
Washington counties is accepting applications for its next training session
beginning February 2006. Classes are held Monday evenings at the Washing-
ton County Fairgrounds in Brenham. Successful applicants will receive in-
struction from numerous experts specializing in the local flora and fauna as
well as useful conservation and habitat management practices that can be ap-
plied to your or your neighbor’s property.
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The program is a collaborative effort between the Texas Cooperative Exten-
sion and the Texas Parks and Wildlife Department. The mission of the
Gideon Lincecum Chapter of the Texas Master Naturalists is to develop and
certify a group of well-developed volunteers, to provide, education, outreach,
and service dedicated toward the beneficial management of natural resources
and areas within our four counties. Earlier this year the Texas Master Natu-
ralist Program received national recognition from the “Take Pride in America
Award” from the U.S. Department of Interior.

To become a certified Texas Master Naturalist, trainees must attend all train-
ing classes and complete a minimum of 40 hours of volunteer service on ap-
proved projects within a year and 8 hours of advanced training. To remain
active, volunteers must perform a minimum of 40 hours of volunteer service
and 8 hours of advanced
